Glass 

has become the primary focus of my artistic practice at present, and my colourful sculptures give life to my work in ways I 

never previously thought possible, and the potential lying within this medium is something which continues to astound and 

inspire me. Beyond the hotshop, I still aim to create and embrace the world of visual art through graphite, ink, and acrylic – the 

places where my enthusiasm for art first rooted itself.
